We undertake all reasonable and practical steps, via education, assessment and the implementation of
systems and controls, to ensure that our standards are being implemented throughout the businesses of our
suppliers and that relevant legislation and regulations are complied with.

We will only trade with those who fully comply with this policy and reserve the right to terminate our
relationship with a supplier if issues of noncompliance with our policies are discovered and/or
noncompliance is not addressed in a timely manner.

We have also implemented systems to:

e Identify and assess potential risk areas in our supply chains

e Monitor any potential risk areas via ongoing audit and assessment

e Introduce PQQs for labour-only sub-contractors reinforcing our ethical standards and highlighting
their obligation to comply with our prohibition of forced labour, child labour and physically abusive
disciplinary practices
